Mat 28:18-20 (NKJV) "And Jesus came and spoke to them,
saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on
earth. [19] "Go therefore and make disciples of all the
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, [20] "teaching them to observe all
things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you
always, even to the end of the age."

Mark 1:8 (NKJV) ""I indeed baptized you with water, but He will
baptize you with the Holy Spirit.""

Col 1:26-27 (NKJV) "the mystery which has been hidden from
ages and from generations, but now has been revealed to His
saints. [27] To them God willed to make known what are the
riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which
is Christ in you, the hope of glory."

Titus 2:14 (NKJV) "who gave Himself for us, that He might
redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His
own special people, zealous for good works."

1 John 1:9 (NKJV) "If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just
to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness."

1 John 2:1 (NKJV) "My little children, these things I write to you,
so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an
Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous."

1 John 3:2 (NKJV) "Beloved, now we are children of God; and it
has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that
when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see
Him as He is."
